MESSAGE FROM YOUR SCHOOL COUNSELOR

Parenting can be challenging, but the good news is parenting skills that help us raise confident,
responsible children can be learned. As | said in our previous newsletter, | would like to share
in the coming months some info from a parent education program | have used in the past known
as STEP Systematic Training For Effective Parenting. This information may be helpful in
making choices for you and your child to help meet these challenges. The first step is to
develop an understanding of yourself and your child.

We all have ways of relating to our children. The three most common parenting styles are
Giving Orders, Giving In, or Giving Choices. If we look at what we want our children to learn,
Giving Choices can be a style that when done properly sets clear limits and provides choices
within these limits. By using this parenting style children learn that their choices count and carry
responsibility. As a parent you teach valuable lessons using this style of parenting.

You also need to be aware of what you can expect from your child. We are well aware at WES
that each student is a unique mix of temperament, environment, ages and stages. Some are
more active, others calm. Some may require more or less sleep. Some like to be around
people and others like to be morealone. By r ecogni zing a chil dbés
understanding and are able to enjoy what makes them special. It helps parents guide them in
ways that suit them.

Children also go through broad developmental stages. At different ages you can expect certain
skills and behaviors. Each child develops at their own rate, and understanding the different
stages helps parents to know what to expect. It is also important to note that we should not

allow stages to be an excuse for misbehavior. We need not accept misbehavior as normal. We
can have realistic age appropriate expectations. When children misbehave it is helpful to
understand the reason for the misbehavior. Sometimes children belong by misbehaving. When
children candt bel onthpyfind midhehgviorpays dff anel helpethemv i o r
belong. Rudolf Dreikurs identifies goals of misbehavior as seeking attention, power struggles,
getting even when they candt b eediffioutt sothatstsers or
will have lower expectations of them. One way to help children belong is to focus on building
positive relationships that provide respect, fun, encouragement, and love

By understanding ourselves and developing an effective parenting style that includes
developing limits and choices, and by understanding our children and their behavior we can
begin to parent in ways that leads to raising healthy, confident and cooperative children. We will
go more in depth on how to achieve this in future newsletters.
