CALL TO ORDER AND ROLL CALL —7:00 P.M.

ESTABLISH A QUORUM AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

The Board of School Trustees of the John Glenn School Corporation met in regular session at 7:00 p.m.
on June 5, 2018, at the John Glenn Administration Office. Board members present were Jeff Johnson,
Dennis Holland, Christian Mattix, Bob Borlik, and Janice Ryan. Bill Groves and Curt Pletcher were
absent. Richard Reese, Superintendent, and seven observers were also present.

RECOGNITIONS (WES, NLES, UMS, JGHS)

Mr. Tim Davis, Walkerton Elementary Principal, presented to the Board the fourth nine-weeks and
second semester honor rolls. Mr. Davis next announced WES had 37 students with perfect attendance for
the entire school year. Each of these students received a t-shirt stating “Perfect Attendance All Year”.
Mrs. Raquel Snyder organized the WES Field Day on Thursday, May 31, 2018. Mr. Davis reported all
students and staff had a wonderful time and the weather was perfect.
