The Board of School Trustees of the John Glenn School Corporation met in regular session at 6:45 p.m. on May 17, 2011at North Liberty Elementary School in the Shamrock Pavillion. Superintendent, Richard Reese, and 38 observers were also in attendance.  The meeting began with the Pledge of Allegiance led by the NLES Student Council and Peacemakers.  The students were led in the pledge by their sponsors, Chris Houston and Melanie Heiser, respectively.

Approve 2011 -12 School Lunch Prices

The reauthorization of the National School Lunch Program requires schools to raise prices of a paid lunch a minimum of 10 cents yearly, beginning July 1, 2011, until they meet the level of federal reimbursement ($2.72) for free students.  Currently prices at John Glenn secondary schools are $1.75 and $1.50 at the elementary schools.  Lunch prices for 2011-12 will increase to $1.85 for secondary schools and $1.60 for the elementary schools.  We receive 26 cents for each paid lunch we sell.  The combination of each is $2.01 secondary and $1.76 elementary.  With this gradual increase we will be following the law until reauthorization is completed.

After a brief discussion, a motion was made by Janice Ryan, seconded by Bill Groves, to approve the 2011-12 School Lunch Prices.  The motion was approved by a six to zero vote.

3.
Approve Temporary Advancement Resolution to Borrow Funds for the Transportation Operation Fund from the Debt Service Fund


A temporary transfer of funds to a maximum of $200,000.00 from the Debt Service Fund to the Transportation Operation Fund is necessary due to the depleted balance in the Transportation Operation Fund.  This amount will be repaid as soon as the final 2011 Tax Distributions are received.  


After a brief discussion, a motion was made by Bill Groves, seconded by Mike Daube, to approve the Temporary Advancement Resolution to Borrow Funds for the Transportation Operation Fund from the Debt Service Fund.  The motion was approved by a six to zero vote.
